From Secret Service to Public Service 

The conference involved a meeting of top European media policy makers and outstanding experts. On one hand, the conference explored issues related to the independence of public service media, i.e., how national media legislation and European regulations can guarantee true political and financial independence for public broadcasters. We wanted to identify opportunities and solutions that ensure true independence. On the other hand, our intention was to investigate future dilemmas of European public service media. How could public media become successful in the digital environment of the 21st century, when traditional mass media and new media converge and develop new, interactive communication services? How can taxpayers’ support of public media be maintained in the era of “pull media”? How can citizens access archival materials in the context of digital convergence? These questions were of particular importance in a period, when European policy makers were revising the Television Without Frontiers Directive, the core element of European audiovisual regulation. The conference featured speeches by Viviane Reding (Member of the European Commission, Commissioner for Information Society and Media), Miklos Haraszti (OSCE Representative on Freedom of the Media), Werner Rumphorst (Director of the Legal Department of the European Broadcasting Union (EBU)), Anna Herold (policy officer in the Audiovisual and Media Policies Unit in the Directorate-General for Information Society and Media of the European Commission), Matteo Maggiore (BBC's Head of EU and International Policy), Peter Noorlander (senior legal officer with ARTICLE 19), Fritz Pleitgen (Director General of WDR, Westdeutscher Rundfunk (West German Broadcasting Organisation)), Zoltan Rudi (President of Hungarian Television), Tudor Giurgiu (President Director General of Romanian Television), Andrew Taussig  (Trustee/Director of Voice of the Listener & Viewer [VLV], a leading advocate body for public service broadcasting in the U.K. and beyond, and Trustee of the London-based International Institute of Communications), Karol Jakubowicz (senior media policy expert), Klaus Unterberger (spokeporson for the Austrian NGO „SOS ORF”, Vincent Porter (President of the European Alliance for Listeners' and Viewers' Associations (EURALVA).
